We understand the sacrifices that you, our school families, must make in order to 
give your children the opportunity to receive a quality Catholic education at  
St. Constance. We have tried to keep our tuition rates competitive and reasonable, 
but due to significant increases in operating expenses, it is necessary to increase 
tuition rates slightly for the 2023-2024 school year.

A referral bonus of $250 per student will be credited to their tuition to existing 
families recruiting new students in 2023-2024, if you are the family named as the 
referring family on the new registration application form.
